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Belgian comics in the 20th century: from
Hergé's Ligne claire to Marcinelle school
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This seminar focuses on the specificities of two important comics styles in
Belgium during the 20th Century. The cartoonist Hergé, The Adventure

of Tintin's creator, used a style of drawing called Ligne claire or Tintin's style.
Marcinelle school (with the authors Morris, Franquin or Peyo) is known to
focus on movement, while ligne claire tends to be more

schematic. Marcinelle school is often cited as opposed to Hergé's ligne
claire style. In fact both styles have a lot in common.

The story of the two comics styles, as well as their main characteristics and
influences, will be presented at the seminar.
