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The Cinema of the Dardenne brothers:
a journey into realism
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This seminar focuses on the work of the Dardenne brothers, Belgian directors
whose movies are internationally known. Their films "Rosetta" and "The Child" have
each received the Palme d'Or at the Cannes Film Festival.

We will explain the different techniques used by the filmmakers in order to present
realistic characters and situations in their movies.

The Dardenne brothers portray the fragility of human beings in our contemporary

world. The choice in the images and the soundtrack make their films a unique

artistic production. We will also refer to their latest film “The Unknown Girl”.
